The origin of the name

The Tempio Room takes its name from the Tempio Malatestiano, one of the most important examples of 15th century Italian heritage. It was commissioned in 

1447 by Sigismondo Pandolfo Malatesta as a splendid "pantheon" for his ancestors, his wife, Isotta degli Atti, his refined court and for himself. The fresco by Piero 

della Francesca offers an extraordinary portrait of the "Prince" of Rimini. The temple was a reconstruction of the ancient church of St. Francis, which in the late 

13th century already housed the precious crucifix by  Giotto on the main altar. Renaissance sobriety and late Gothic decorative styles complement each other in 

the architecture designed by Leon Battista Alberti.
